ONTARIO COMMON-LAW SEPARATION AGREEMENT


BETWEEN:

RECITALS:
WHEREAS the Parties have lived together in a conjugal relationship for a significant period without being legally married;
AND WHEREAS the Parties have mutually agreed to separate and wish to settle their respective rights and obligations arising from their relationship;
AND WHEREAS this Agreement is intended to be a full, final, and binding settlement of all matters arising from the Parties' common-law relationship under the laws of Ontario, Canada;


1. DEFINITIONS
In this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:
“Property” means all real and personal property owned by either Party individually or jointly, including but not limited to bank accounts, vehicles, household goods, and investments;
“Debts” means all liabilities and obligations incurred by either Party individually or jointly prior to or during the relationship;
“Child” means any child of the Parties born of the relationship or legally adopted by the Parties;

2. ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF RELATIONSHIP
The Parties acknowledge that they have lived together in a conjugal relationship and that this Agreement governs their separation and the resolution of all matters arising therefrom.

3. SEPARATION
The Parties agree that they are separated as of the date of execution of this Agreement and agree to live separate and apart from each other.

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties relating to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements, understandings, negotiations, and discussions, whether oral or written.

11. AMENDMENTS
Any amendment or modification to this Agreement must be in writing and signed by both Parties.

12. SEVERABILITY
If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

13. GOVERNING LAW
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Province of Ontario and the federal laws of Canada applicable therein.
